B. Director Property Division,

The Director, Property Division, shall:

1. Acting for the Uni‘fomm and Equipment Board, inspect new articles
of uniform and equipment, except vehicles, broposed for replacement and approve
ar disapprove such actions,

2. Review the reparts of each loss of, or damage to uniforms and
equipment, except vehicles, valued at less than $300.00, and recommend appro-
priate corrective and/or disciplinary action.

3. Refer those reports of each loss of, or damage to uniforms and
equipment, except vehicles, valued at less than $300.00 or more ang such other
cases, as deemed appropriate by him/her, to the Uniform and Equipment Board.

C. Director, Fleet Management Division.

The Director, Fleet Management Division shall:

1. Acting for the Motor Vehicle Accident Review Board, review the
reports of damage to department vehicles, not the result of an accident, valued
less than $300.0C, ang recommend  appropriate corrective and/or disciplina_ry
action.

2. Refer reparts of damage to department vehicles, valued at $300.00
or more, and such other cases as deemed appropriate by him/her and in accordance
with this order, to the Motor Vehicle Accident Review Board.

D. Cammanding Officers.

1. Whenever a cammanding officer's investigation results in a recom-
mendation to the Motor Vehicle accident Review Board that an accident was pre-
ventable, he/she shall also inclwie a recommendation on the type of discipline
that should be administered. Although the recamendation on discipline should be
tailored to fit each individual situation, in order to establish some degree of
continuity throughout the department, the following guidelines should be adhereq
to whenevar possible, It must be emphasized, however, that these are only guide-
lines; nothing precludes a commanding officer from recomnending a stronger or
lessar action when the nature of the Circumstances warrant such.
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a. One Current Preventable Accident.

For the first preventable accident within a two year period,
the member shall be ordered to attend Driver Training, if he/
she has not attended within a twelve (12) month period prior
to the accident, and shall receive fram a minimum of a Letter
of Prejudice fram his/her cammanding officer to a maximum of
two days suspension.

b. Two Current Preventable Accidents.

For the second preventable accident within a two year period,
the member shall be suspended for a minimum of two days to a
maximun of five days.

c. Three Current Preventable Accidents.

For the third preventable accident within a two year pericd,
the member shall be susperded for a minimum of five days and
is subject to dismissal.

2. In writing reports that will be referred to a review board, com-
manding officers shall only make recommendations to the board. 1In no case shall
a camanding officer institute any type of disciplinary action prior to action by
the appropriate board.

E. Personnel Liaison Officer, Public Safety Cluster,
D.C. Office of Personnel.

1. The Personnel Liaison Officer, or his/her designee, shall be the
principal advisor to the Board of Review and Evaluation.

2. The Personnel Liaison Officer shall be responsible for:

a. Providing the board with complete records for which to make
findings. .

b. Preparing, in conjunction with the board, such recammenda-
tions for change in the program as are deemed necessary.
